A pecuniary legacy is a fixed sum of money that may decrease in value over time because of inflation or changes in taxation. In the case of property, a reversionary legacy allows the surviving partner to use the asset until their death. 
You may wish to specify a particular purpose for the legacy 
and we would of course be happy to discuss any aspect of 
our work. It is always helpful however to incorporate some 
degree of discretion.
