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The Localism Bill and the NPPF: latest 

The committee stage of the Localism Bill – line by line examination – continued in the House of Lords this week. The Alliance has again briefed Peers on the issues it is most concerned about – the need for a balanced definition of sustainable development, maintaining existing levels of historic environment protection, balancing private and public sector financial interests, and recognising cultural wellbeing as a social value. Yesterday (30 June) Lord Brooke tabled two Alliance amendments for consideration in Lords committee (148AZZA* and 152D*) - supporting the Alliance's proposals for recognition of cultural wellbeing, the balance of public/private investment in neighbourhoods, and the status of national planning guidance in Neighbourhood Development Orders. 

Further briefings will be posted on our website here, and you can keep up-to-date with the passage of the Bill here. The Alliance has also been blogging on the Bill on the Architects’ Journal Localism blog here.
On the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF), this week the Alliance submitted its response to the Practitioners Advisory Group (PAG) draft, with particular emphasis on the need to reinstate the presumption in favour of conservation in planning matters, as well as re-establishing the proportionate approach to significance and value, which is at the heart of PPS5. The Alliance’s response to the PAG - copied to Decentralisation Minister Greg Clark, and Heritage Minister John Penrose, can be found here. The Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG) has published its view of the presumption in favour of sustainable development, here. The Government’s draft of the NPPF is expected to be issued for public consultation in July.

The Government is stepping back from producing supplementary guidance to the NPPF, preferring that this comes from practitioners. The main sectoral grouping, the Historic Environment Forum (HEF), proposes to draft supporting guidance through a working group of professionals, property and community interests. It is expected to publish a draft early in the NPPF consultation period, so that the two can be viewed together.   Back
‘Bunnygate’ 

Fenland District Council caused a stir across the sector last week, when its Leader, Cllr Alan Melton, delivered a speech declaring that the planning authority would remove provisions for archaeological investigation in the district, and “relax conservation rules, particularly around sustainability and listed buildings”.

Referring to historic environment professionals as “bunnyhuggers” (for which he later apologised during a radio interview), Cllr Melton went beyond the legal powers available to his council in announcing the measures as part of his “defining policy statement and announcement of the year.” As Dr Simon Collcutt of Oxford Archaeological Associates pointed out in a letter to Fenland DC, “it is simply not within the jurisdiction of Local Authorities, irrespective of whether or not the Localism Bill becomes statute in its current form, to ignore national Planning guidance, existing heritage statute and relevant case law.”

Debate and further reaction has continued across the sector this week. Respondents include - amongst others - Alliance members the Council for British Archaeology (CBA) via the The Archaeology Forum, the Institute for Archaeologists and Rescue. 

On Monday (27 June) The Guardian ran the story and 32 of the country’s leading archaeologists penned a letter to The Wisbech Chronicle. A similar letter appeared in The Times on Tuesday (28 June), and on Monday evening Mike Heyworth, CBA Director and Alliance Trustee, took part in an interview with Cllr Melton on BBC Radio 4’s PM programme (37 minutes in), in which he reinforced the point that Cllr Melton’s proposals were not only illegal, but would also be damaging to rate payers and developers – more here.

A poll of readers on local news website EDP24 suggested a strong degree of opposition to the move, with a vote of 93 per cent against Cllr Melton’s proposals. A petition against Fenland DC’s plans has so far collected over 2,500 signatures, and a Facebook campaign has attracted 1159 members in just over one week. At the time of going to press, Fenland DC’s press office had not issued any official response or clarification of its next steps. 

Whilst an isolated incident, ‘Bunnygate’ is concerning in a climate of increasingly business-led planning. As the Archaeology Forum comments in its statement, Cllr Melton’s proposals are “an interesting illustration of what the future of business-led, neighbourhood planning might look like in a deregulated world.”  As the Localism Bill reaches its final Lords stages, the Fenland example is sure to colour the debate. Philanthropy news 
The Philanthropy Review, chaired by Marie Curie CEO Thomas Hughes-Hallett, has published its recommendations for building a stronger philanthropic culture in the UK.

The independent report calls on banks and Government to take steps to make charitable giving easier. It recommends a variety of ways in which giving can be encouraged, for example through charity bank accounts, tax incentives, legacy giving and national campaigns. The report says adoption of these measures would lead to an extra £2bn being donated to charity by 2015.

The Philanthropy Review’s recommendations have generally received a warm welcome from voluntary sector bodies - more here. Culture Secretary Jeremy Hunt will be delivering his big philanthropy speech on Monday (4 July) at the Whitechapel Gallery in London – we’ll report on this in the next Heritage Update.

On Wednesday (29 June) Arts Council England (ACE) announced details of a £40m fund to increase private giving to the arts - the Catalyst Arts Fund - part of the £80m scheme to boost philanthropy to the arts announced by Jeremy Hunt and Alan Davey last December. £30m will go towards creating a match-funding and capacity-building scheme; £7m will create a one-off grant scheme to support arts organisations with less experience to build their fundraising capacity; and £3m will be invested in a practical advice service on funding sources. Further details of the criteria and how to apply to Catalyst Arts will be available in September.

Also announced this week - Sir Terence Conran pledged to give cash and donations in kind totalling £17.5m to the Design Museum, helping it to develop at the site of the old Commonwealth Institute in London. Back

July will see EU policymakers take decisions on the EU budget that will influence the next ten years of support for cultural activities. Direct support for arts and culture currently represents 0.05 per cent of the total EU budget. What do you think it’s worth?

Tourism news
The first yearly review of the Strategic Framework for Tourism in England 2010-2020 has been published here. The key ambition of the Strategic Framework is to grow English tourism by five per cent, year-on-year, over the next ten years. In real terms this would mean an additional £50 billion in expenditure and an additional 225,000 jobs.

On 16 June Visit England also announced details of a new set of structures that would replace the Partners For England steering group. These comprise a Destination Management Forum, a Visitor Economy Forum, and a Strategic Industry Advisory Group. A series of Action Plans were also launched to support the Strategic Framework, including plans for Rural Tourism, Research and Intelligence, and National Marketing. 
In further tourism news, on 20 June Visit Britain unveiled its four-year global marketing campaign Britain – You’re Invited, which aims to deliver a sustained uplift in overseas tourist spending across Britain, with 4 million extra visitors spending £2bn. Global TV ads for the campaign feature well-known British personalities extending their “personal invitation to Britain”, filmed at a local of their choice. Dame Judi Dench chose to film her ad at Hever Castle, commenting: “We have such an abundance of stately homes in Britain. It is our different architecture that I think attracts people, and we’re incredibly lucky – we retain our history.”
Also on tourism - the Department for Culture, Media and Sport (DCMS), the Highways Agency, the Department for Transport (DfT) and VisitEngland have formed a Brown Signs Task Force, to review coordination and consistency in the way that brown tourism signs in England are regulated and applied. Congratulations to the Historic Houses Association and the National Trust (both Alliance members), whose joint advocacy to Government on this issue has yielded this positive step forward. Back
Discovering Places is gearing up for a busy summer…

Discovering Places is a London 2012 Cultural Olympiad campaign, lead by The Heritage Alliance, which aims to inspire communities across the UK to discover their local environment, with all its hidden places and extraordinary spaces. So much has been happening as Discovering Places begins launching its projects, so here’s a quick update from the DP project team:  

“Since we successfully launched the first of our three major projects - Meet The Species, in mid May - the race to uncover 2012 species has discovered over 200 species, and the search continues across the country.  

In August we’ll launch our next project, Discover Explore, which uses cutting edge technology and an online community to enable users to take part in daring missions along the Great Glen Way, between Fort William and Inverness. Users will be able to experience over 400 million years of natural wonders and human tales. Then in September, Walk the World asks you to help us discover the layers of connections that link us to the 205 nations taking part in the Olympics - from street names, to food items ... what will your neighbourhood uncover?   

We’ve also embarked on an exciting social media campaign to help us achieve all of the above, which started in mid June with the launch of our new website. Our Facebook page is now up and running and we’ve got nearly 100 supporters following us on Twitter; a great opportunity for us to link with all our Heritage Partners and the wider community.  

Plus the amber light is about to turn green as we launch our very own blogging site ‘On Your Doorstep’ in a couple of weeks’ time, which we hope will engage a diverse community of people, inspire discovery of local places and spaces, and join up all areas of the Cultural Olympiad.”

HLF announces £8m for England’s historic places of worship

The Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) has announced funding of more than £8m to support urgent repairs to 67 of England’s most important Grade II listed churches, chapels and synagogues. The money comes from the Repair Grants for Places of Worship scheme, which is now funded by HLF and administered by English Heritage. 

 

The grants will help repair places of worship at risk across the country. Examples include £199,000 to the Church of St Augustine in Honor Oak Park, South London, to enable essential repairs to the stonework at the nave chancel and transept along with work to the degrading drainpipes and guttering; and £186,000 to the Bolton Methodist Mission to enable urgent repairs to the roof and renewal of rainwater guttering. More here. IWA submits its response to consultation on new Waterways charity
The Inland Waterways Association (IWA – a member of the Alliance) has submitted its response to Defra’s consultation A New Era for the Waterways, on the Government’s proposals to transfer the canals and rivers managed by British Waterways into a charitable body.

The IWA responses addresses the questions posed by Defra in the consultation document, but also raises issues that the Government has, in IWA’s opinion, missed and that the IWA thinks the Transition Trustees for the new charity need to take into account. It also offers practical advice and solutions for many of the issues raised.

Clive Henderson, IWA’s national Chairman, said: “IWA still sees clear advantages for Britain’s navigable inland waterways being managed by a third sector body. However, several concerns to the consultation proposals remain, primary of which is the apparent lack of funding necessary to maintain the waterways in a safe and usable condition.”  Back
New European network for religious heritage launched

Future for Religious Heritage (FRH) is a network of organisations across Europe that are concerned with the protection of our shared religious heritage. 

A broad consultation carried out in 2010 identified an absence of policy-level communication between bodies struggling to protect historic places of worship. Many common threats were also identified across European countries, highlighting a demand for sharing experience and knowledge. FRH aims to address these issues by raising the profile of religious heritage to protect Europe’s historic places of worship, providing a means of communication through the website and Forum events, sharing common problems and solutions, identifying areas where a Europe-wide response is appropriate, and building on existing and past initiatives on historic churches.

"Working together internationally is fundamental to finding sustainable solutions to some of the problems facing religious heritage today, and to steer clear of reinventing the wheel", said Crispin Truman, member of the FRH Steering Group, Chief Executive of the Churches Conservation Trust (a member of the Alliance) and Alliance Trustee. New Welsh Government outlines its programme
The new Welsh Government has outlined its plans ahead of a more detailed launch of its programme on 12 July. Plans include a Heritage Protection Bill to strengthen the protection of listed buildings, a new independent sustainable development body for Wales, improved supply and regulation of allotments, and consolidation of existing laws, for example in relation to planning. More here. Energy NPS laid before Parliament 

The Government has laid its finalised Energy National Policy Statements (NPSs) before Parliament, for approval. This follows a public consultation which received over two and a half thousand responses. Congrats to CPRE (a member of the Alliance), which brokered some much improved wording in the final Overarching National Policy Statement for Energy (EN-1). The Historic Environment section (5.8, page 97 onwards) now includes more appropriate wording and clarity about protection of non-designated heritage assets.  Back
Reducing carbon emissions in construction 
Worldwide, buildings use around 32 per cent of the world’s resources in construction, and generate up to 40 per cent of global greenhouse gas emissions. CarbonAction2050.com is an online action plan designed to inform those working and operating in the built environment on how to reduce carbon emissions, created by the Chartered Institute of Building (CIOB) as part of its commitment to meeting the carbon reduction targets set out in the UK Climate Change Act 2008. 
 

The portal has been developed over the last twelve months by CIOB members who work in design, building control, education, project management, facilities management, conservation and sustainability. The overall aim is to focus on innovation and best practice that will make an immediate difference on the ground. More here.  Back
 
DCLG stalls Welsh Streets demolition plans
The Welsh Streets area of Liverpool, birthplace of Beatles drummer Ringo Starr, may have been saved from demolition. The Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG) has ruled that the local authority will need to resubmit for permission to demolish 200 homes in the area, this time with a full Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA). This decision follows SAVE Britain’s Heritage’s (SAVE – a member of the Alliance) recent Court of Appeal victory on demolition and EIA. SAVE has been leading the campaign for alternatives to demolition planned under the now defunct Housing Market Renewal (Pathfinder) programme, and has recently acquired the last private house in Madryn Street, which it plans to refurbish. 20 more CIL Front Runners announced

This week the Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG) announced 20 further Local Authorities that are to join the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) Front Runners project. The Front Runners project was set up by DCLG with the aim of supporting Local Authorities to develop effective ways of implementing the reformed levy in their local areas. The levy allows local authorities to raise funds from developers undertaking new building projects in their area. The money can be used to fund infrastructure projects in the local area. More here. First ever Civic Day 

Civic Day took place on Saturday (25 June), with people up and down the country taking part in the celebration of what makes the places where they live attractive, enjoyable and distinctive. Organised by Civic Voice (a member of the Alliance), the day saw civic societies across England inviting local people to discover more about where they live through a diverse program of over 150 events and activities. The day also sparked a significant level of media interest in both local and national press – see the hits here.  
In his article for the Independent, President of Civic Voice Griff Rhys Jones, said: “It's not "nimbyism" to protect what survives of the imagination of our forebears, it is common sense. It is not interference to recognise and salute recycling of buildings within successful urban landscapes; it is green, imaginative and economically sound. Part of the excitement of any town is its story.”  Back
New study shows veteran car run generates over £1m for Brighton economy

A new study has shown that the London to Brighton veteran car run, one of the most iconic events of its type anywhere in the world, generates £1.1m every year for the Brighton and Hove economy.

The Federation of British Historic Vehicle Clubs (FHBVC – a member of the Alliance), in collaboration with the University of Brighton, examined the value to the local economy of the 2010 event through an economic impact study. The study was based on primary data collected during and after the event at points along the route. Headlines results revealed that 20,000 people watched the event in Brighton, 63 per cent of spectators were from outside the city, 65 per cent had seen the run before, and 92 per cent said they intended to watch the event again.
