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Latest on the Localism Bill

The committee stage of the Localism Bill – line by line examination – continued in the House of Lords this week. The debate reached the sections of the Bill that affect neighbourhood planning yesterday (14 July). 

 

Alliance amendments relating to cultural wellbeing and the status of planning policy were tabled by Lord Brooke, and were supported by Lord Stevenson and Lord Clement-Jones - thus gaining the support of the three main parties. Baroness Whittaker tabled an amendment put forward by Alliance member Civic Voice and the RTPI, to prevent neighbourhood planning forums being created solely to promote business needs.
The next stage in the Bill’s passage through the Lords will be the third reading and report stage, which will take place in September following the summer recess. You can keep up-to-date with the passage of the Bill here.  Back
Jeremy Hunt: “I want our endowment century to start today”

Last week (Monday 4 July) Culture Secretary Jeremy Hunt gave his keynote speech on philanthropy at the Whitechapel Gallery, London. 

He outlined developments since December’s unveiling of the 10 point plan for Philanthropy, including the announcement of a £100m Catalyst programme to support fundraising capacity and endowments, made up of £50m from Arts Council England (ACE), £30m from the Department for Culture, Media and Sport (DCMS) and £20m from the Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF). 

A new £55 million Endowment Fund will support arts and heritage organisations to “secure their future financial stability” by building endowment funds on a challenge-fund basis. Arts and heritage organisations will be able to bid for grants of between £500,000 and £5 million from this fund, to match cash they raise from private philanthropic sources. Bids will be reviewed by an independent advisory panel, to be chaired by former cabinet minister Michael Portillo. Applications will open in October, with the first grants due to be awarded in 2012. 

For smaller organisations whose fundraising abilities aren’t yet at that stage, £5 million of the HLF money will go towards a fund designed to help smaller heritage organisations to build their fundraising capacity and expertise. HLF will be working with the sector to finalise the details of the initiative, with a view to opening for applications in early September. 
Mr Hunt also announced further pillars of the Government’s philanthropy strategy to take place in this designated ‘Year of Corporate Philanthropy’, including a consultation on tax incentives to encourage charitable giving; a philanthropy conference in the autumn - a joint initiative with the Chancellor; and the launch of a national campaign in the autumn to promote charitable giving, with a particular emphasis on legacy building.

EU Budget 2014-2020: Implications for the rural historic environment

As the largest source of public money for the rural historic environment after the Heritage Lottery Fund, the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) plays a key role in determining the character of our countryside; and its reform after 2013 will have a huge impact on how our rural landscape will look in the future. The survival of unique historic landscape features depends heavily on match-funding support from Europe for the Environmental Stewardship scheme delivered by the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA) through the Rural Development Programme for England (RDPE), which pays farmers to ‘steward’ historic landscape features on their land.
Recent determined lobbying from environmental and historic environment organisations in the UK (including members of the Alliance’s Rural Advocacy Group) and in Europe against intended severe cuts to Pillar 2 of the CAP has made an impact, with the reduction being less than feared. European Commission budget announcements published at the end of June indicated that the basic structure of the next CAP (2014-2020) will not be radically altered from the previous period, with the two Pillars (Pillar 1: direct payments to farmers, Pillar 2: rural development programmes, including schemes for the historic environment) remaining.

However, expenditure on Pillar 2 is expected to decline in real terms over the period 2014-2020; and there is indication of a scheme to allow Member States to move resources between Pillars 1 and 2, meaning there could be a danger that Member States which are less enthusiastic about environmental public goods may decide to devote a smaller share of their Pillar 2 budget to agri-environment schemes. Regarding Pillar 1, the major innovation will be its ‘greening’ – meaning in future 30 per cent of direct payments to farmers “will be made contingent on a range of environmentally-sound practices, going beyond cross-compliance”. Penrose confirms commitment to level of heritage protection

Heritage Minister John Penrose has reiterated an important commitment to maintaining existing level of heritage protection in the current planning policy changes. Welcoming the Southport Report (below) on 13 July, he acknowledged the sector’s strong affection for Planning Policy Statement 5 (PPS5) soon to be condensed into the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF). 

“From the Government’s point of view” he said, “it is in our interest that the building blocks already in place are not knocked away.  And you can hold me to it.”  He said he was keen to ensure that the new NPPF incorporates the vital bits of PPS5. The new format was intended as “a repackaging of language rather than a change of substance”, and he went on to invite all in the sector to nail any omissions in the forthcoming consultation, which is expected to be announced next week. Celebrating 21 years of the Festival of British Archaeology 

John Penrose also welcomed this year’s Festival of British Archaeology, co-ordinated by the Council for British Archaeology (CBA - a member of the Alliance), as vital in helping us understand what has changed, illustrating both the local and national stories. The Festival had, he noted, grown from 100 events to some 700, indicative of the growth and popularity of our heritage. 

Each year the Festival showcases the very best of British archaeology, presenting hundreds of special events organised and held by museums, local societies, national and countryside parks, universities, and heritage organisations across the UK. The Festival gives everyone the opportunity to learn about their local heritage, to see archaeology in action, and to get involved. The Southport Report is published

The Southport Report, an initiative created following discussion of the potential of PPS5 at the Institute for Archaeologists’ conference in Southport in 2010, sets out a vision in the context of PPS5 for planning-led investigation of the historic environment that: enables and encourages public involvement and participation, equips historic environment professionals with a powerful toolkit, and provides high value services to the property and development sector. 

The report provides a series of recommendations to be developed by suggested partner organisations, that will improve how the historic environment sector understands, investigates, records, involves communities and not least communicates the significance of historic environment assets in the context of the planning process. 

Included in the Report is an LSE analysis of the market for archaeological services in the planning process. Since 1990 developers have been required to commission input from archaeologists for planning applications that may affect archaeological assets, which in turn has created a market for professional archaeological services that would otherwise not exist. This section assesses the degree to which it currently produces the sorts of public benefit that the regulations implicitly envision, and makes recommendations for improving its operation. Back

Heritage and Community Led Planning in the Countryside: new guidance
Every village and parish in England has its own unique palimpsest of historic streets, features, landscapes and archaeological remains. To aid communities in making sure their local heritage is taken into account in the planning system, English Heritage (EH) and Action with Communities in Rural England (ACRE) have produced a new guidance document, Knowing Your Place: Heritage and Community-Led Planning in the Countryside.
 
Through the Localism Bill currently before Parliament (see Headlines), Government now intends to give the planning aspects of Community Led plans statutory force, as Neighbourhood Plans. Knowing Your Place is designed to help local people in rural areas with producing, reviewing or updating their plans. It aims to provide straightforward ‘plain English’ advice to help communities access information on their local history and to identify what matters about it and why.  

The Campaign for Protection of Rural England (CPRE – a member of the Alliance) and the National Association of Local Councils (NALC) who, jointly, are one of four groups appointed by the Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG) to assist communities with their Neighbourhood Plans, have supported the guidance. Knowing Your Place is also supported by Alliance members the Association of Small Historic Towns and Villages (ASHTAV), Civic Voice, the Council for British Archaeology (CBA), and the Country Landowners Association (CLA). Participation in culture, countryside and open spaces: latest stats

The Department of Culture, Media and Sport (DCMS) has published its latest Taking Part statistics – the survey of participation in culture, leisure and sport.

The latest data (covering April 2010 – April 2011) showed that between 2005/06 and 2010/11, the proportion of people visiting a museum, gallery or archive in the last year increased (from 42.3 per cent to 47.5 per cent). The proportion visiting heritage sites and engaging with the arts remained steady. Participation rates continued to be significantly higher among those in the upper socio-economic groups and in the least deprived areas of England. 

24.2 per cent of adults had volunteered in the last 12 months - unchanged from previous years. 35.3 per cent of adults had digitally participated in culture last year - an increase from 2008/09 (25.1 per cent). More here.

Also, The Monitor of Engagement with the Natural Environment (MENE) survey, produced by Natural England with support from the Forestry Commission and the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA) showed that nearly 2.5 billion visits were made to England’s countryside and open spaces in 2010/11, generating over £17 billion in visitor expenditure. Over half those surveyed responded that they visit the natural environment at least once a week. More here.  Back
New report shows councils are neglecting traditional craft heritage

A report published this month by the Heritage Crafts Association (HCA – a member of the Alliance) shows that fewer than one in five councils has a specific remit for traditional crafts. The HCA contacted each of the 354 councils in England to ask how they supported traditional crafts in their region, which revealed that only 17 per cent of responding councils had a named person responsible for traditional crafts.

This level of Local Authority support for traditional crafts appears to be out of sync with public opinion, with recent research showing that 77 per cent of adults valued traditional crafts as part of their heritage, and 82 per cent were concerned about craft skills dying out. 

The HCA commented: “Often traditional crafts are unintentionally overlooked, falling between the remits of arts and heritage (buildings). Some councils, however, are doing great things to value and promote this important part of their local cultural heritage and these examples could serve as a model for others.  More here.  Back
Launch of new MSt in Building History: request for support
At the launch of a new postgraduate course on 13 July at Apsley House, Chairman of the Heritage Alliance Loyd Grossman strongly welcomed the initiative at a time when the knowledge base underpinning our heritage is especially vulnerable. The combination of scholarship and professional skills that the new course promotes would, he hoped, create an effective cohort of experts so that future generations might get the same level of pleasure out of our heritage as we do.

The new Master of Studies degree in Building History course, developed in a partnership between English Heritage, the University of Cambridge, and the Institute of Continuing Education at Madingley Hall, is not only inviting potential students to apply by 31 August 2011, but also seeking support from private and public interests. Dr Frank Salmon, Head of the Department of History of Art encouraged employers to release potential students for the seven week residential element, companies to offer placements, experts to add to teaching capacity, owners to offer access to sites for study and all to consider sponsoring students.
